








Mediterranean Sea Basin ENPI CBC Programme Outline
The Programme

The multilateral cross-border cooperation "Mediterranean Sea Basin Programme" is part of the new European
Neighbourhood Policy (ENP) and its financing instrument (ENPI, European Neighbourhood and Partnership
Instrument) for the 2007-2013 period. It includes the European Union (EU) and partner countries regions placed along
the shores of the Mediterranean Sea. The cooperation actions defined in the Programme are complementary to those
foreseen within the Euro-Mediterranean partnership launched in 1995 through the “Barcelona Process”, which
continues to be a key element of EU relations with the Mediterranean countries.

The ENPI CBC Mediterranean Sea Basin Programme has a budget of €173 million for the period 2007 — 2013. The
participating countries/beneficiaries will add to this amount a minimum co-financing of 10% of each financed project.

The Programme Area

The Programme area comprises participating eligible regions in Cyprus, Egypt, France, Greece, Israel, Italy, Jordan,
Lebanon, Malta, Morocco, Palestinian Authority, Portugal, Spain, Syria and Tunisia.

The Programme management

The operational and financial management of the Programme is ensured by the Joint Managing Authority, the
Autonomous Region of Sardinia, supported by a Joint Technical Secretariat and Antennas in Valencia and Agaba. The
Joint Monitoring Committee, composed of the representatives of all the participating countries, is the decision-making
body of the Programme and monitors its strategy and effective implementation.

Programme priorities

The Joint Operational Programme, approved on August 14th by European Commission decision C(2008)4242,
establishes the allocation of the resources for the Programme priorities and measures as well as for Programme
management. The Programme is structured according to four priorities, based on the EU orientations for the cross-
border cooperation component of the ENPI: 1) promotion of socio-economic development and enhancement of
territories; 2) promotion of environmental sustainability at basin level, 3) promotion of better conditions and
modalities for ensuring the mobility of persons, goods and capitalsl; 4) promotion of cultural dialogue and local
governance.

Projects

Following the launch of calls for proposals, public and private actors coming from eligible territories and organised in
partnerships will have the opportunity to submit joint projects, in accordance with the Implementing Rules for the
cross-border cooperation Programmes (Commission Regulation (EC) No 951/2007). The main beneficiaries are: local
and regional public authorities, NGOs, development agencies, universities and research institutes, local and regional
private actors operating in the fields of intervention of the Programme, etc.

Cross-Border Cooperation Programmes (ENPI CBC)

From 2007 to 2013 the European Union will provide around 1.1 billion Euro to support cross border
cooperation in regions on both sides of the EU external borders. These include participating eligible
regions in Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Bulgaria, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, Georgia, Germany,
Greece, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Moldova, Norway, Poland, Romania, Russia, Slovakia, Sweden,
Turkey and Ukraine. Additional funds will be contributed by the participating countries.

The European Neighbourhood and Partnership Instrument Cross Border Cooperation (ENPI CBC)
programmes are designed to support partners to develop and implement joint cooperation projects to
strengthen prosperity, stability and security in their regions. Unlike previous programmes, there will be
one budget and one set of rules for both sides of the border.

¥«  Promote local cross-border ‘people to people’ actions
